Volunteer opportunities are available for both those available in the weeks prior to the event or those who just want to work a few hours on June 6th. Each volunteer committing four hours of time and attending a 30 min. training session will receive a free t-shirt and beer/pizza at the Organic Oasis after party featuring great music.

Lead Position Descriptions:

Vendor Relation leader- Organize and email conservation, food, and art vendors prior to the festival. Help determine and assign mapping slots for booths. Assist with both assignment at the event.

Demo/Movie tent leader – Communicate with speakers for demo tent. Assemble and oversee film equipment.
Info Booth leader – Organize and distribute info regarding the ongoing activities of festival day. Distribute festival programs to all booths and refill. Check in volunteers.
Set Up/Take down leader – Assist in setting up the physical structures/booth mapping, etc. Facilitate the efficient removal of festival gear from 10-11pm.
5K race leader- Manage set up, take down, race start, timing, results compilation, and awards distribution

Volunteer Coordinator – Coordinate all volunteer positions and check that folks are where they are meant to be. Utilize floaters for emergency needs.
Stage Coordinator- Oversee the management of the stage, movement of equipment, and hospitality for the artists
Festival day slot descriptions:

Vendor Relations – show vendors where their booths go upon arrival (10-noon)or collect their 10% fee following the event (8-10pm)

Demo/Movie tent – set up and ensure speakers start on time, cue and show films

T-shirt sales– sell festival t-shirts

Info Booth – Answer crowd/vendor/volunteer questions

Set Up/Take down – help with physical layout or help move things following the headliner

5K race – time racers, mark the course hand out water, etc.

Kayak Demo Pool- Assist with kids as they paddle kayaks

Floater – perform various impromptu tasks associated with running the festival. (Moving tables, emptying trash, selling CD’s)
